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Japan Customs Brokers Association (JCBA) was established as a non-profit organization for the purpose of ensuring the safety
life of Japanese citizens, trade facilitation, and the sound development of international trade.

JCBA is engaged in a wide range of activities related to the purpose of the association, including specialized trainings, research
on customs systems, submitting proposals to government agencies, consultations regarding individual imports, participation in
international conferences, and anti-smuggling campaigns.

Customs breokers play an important role in supporting trade through with approximately 15,000 individuals nationwide, including
7,000 registered customs specialists. Licensced by the Director-General of Customs, customs brokers serve as agents for client
importers and exporfers, assuring the prompt and appropriate processing of approximately 30 million customs declarations being
submitted annually by using the Nippon Automated Cargo Clearance System (NACCS).

The proper submission of customs declarations requires that the registered customs specialists who review declarations for
submission keep abreast of ever-changing laws and regulations. JCBA promotes quality and expertise through a wide range of
training programs in subjects such as tariff classification required for duty rates, and customs valuations for the calculation of
dutiable amounts.

As we prepare for the introduction of the programs such as Authorized Economic Operators (AEO) system, JCBA continues its
commitment to trade facilitation, appropriate duty and tax declarations, cargo security, and the further development of the
customs brokerage business. In addition, we aim to create an indusiry in which registered customs specialists and other
employees gain social recognition and can work with pride while looking forward to bright futures.
